CONTRE-JOUR

Contre-Jour was created in 1992 to handle management, production, record releases specialised in World Music.

Contre-Jour privileges the close ties between stage performances and record production. As part of its
activities, the agency handles the organisation of tours and the record production of the following artists:
Habib Koité & Bamada, Gangbé Brass Band, Dobet Gnahoré, Afel Bocoum & Alkibar , Aly Keita & 3 MA

Contre-Jour also works on occasional projects such as Desert Blues (together with Divano Production) that
brings together Mali's Habib Koité & Bamada, Tartit, & Afel Bocoum. This musical creation covered the
major European festivals in 2004 and 2006.

In 2006, following the success of the Malian project, Contre-Jour, with Putumayo and the International Music
Network (IMN) organised a major autumn tour in Europe and the US featuring Habib Koité (Mali), Vusi
Mahlasela (South Africa) and Dobet Gnahoré (lvory Coast) to coincide with the release of Putumayo’s
compilation «Acoustic Africa».

In 2007, the meeting occurs with group «3 Ma» and the 3 soloists who are Driss El Maloumi, Rajery,

Ballaké Sissoko. The new album was released at the end of 2007 with tours in 2008 and others expected for
2009. Next Fall 2008, we will present in live Aly Keita in his project with friends. We will see on stage Aly,
this incredible balafonist with some musicians who were present on his CD like Boris Tchango

(Dobet’'s Drummer) Dobet Gnahore (vocals), and alos Pierre Vaiana (Sax) & Manou Gallo (bass).

A new album in solo has been recorded and will be probably released at the period of this European tour.

Other new releases are announced for the autumn:

During the Fall 2008, the Gangbe Brass Band will present their new album ASSIKO and on stage you will
appreciate their eternal enthusiasm and musical complicity. Some tours are planned for 2009.

We will have also the pleasure to release next Spring the new album of Afel Bocoum and his band Alkibar.

Contre-Jour has taken part in the organisation of musical events such as the Festival Voix de Femmes
(Liege, Brussels, Antwerp), Esperanzah (Floreffe), and regularly collaborated with promotion days at Oxfam’s
World Shops (Brussels and Wallonia),...

Since 1992, Contre-Jour’s activities are handled by Michel De Bock and Geneviéve Bruyndonckx
(as well as the people that work on specific tour and recording projects).

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CRAMMED DISCS: GENRE-BENDING
AROUND THE GLOBE

Crammed is recognized as one of the most exciting, adventurous and boundary-breaking independent labels
worldwide. Crammed has kept reinventing itself, and has been coming up with new forms of fusion, mixing
elements of world music, rock and electronica ever since its inception in the early '80s, often anticipating the
musical movements which bloomed during the next two-and-a half decades.

Based in Brussels, Belgium, yet resolutely cosmopolitan-minded, Crammed has been working with artists from
all over the world. The 450+ records (around 250 albums and 200 singles) released by Crammed to date
include '80s fusion milestones such as albums by Zazou Bikaye, Minimal Compact, Bel Canto, Tuxedomoon,
Aksak Maboul, The Honeymoon Killers, and the influential Made To Measure composers' series (37 albums of
challenging instrumental music); prominent world music artists such as Zap Mama, Taraf de Haidouks, Sussan
Deyhim, Hector Zazou; electronic music innovators Carl Craig, 4hero/Tek 9, Juryman, Snooze, DJ Morpheus
& his Freezone series (which all came out on the SSR imprint).

In 1998, Crammed created Ziriguiboom, a sub-label dedicated to those new Brazilian sounds which fit so
perfectly with the Crammed ethos, with their sophisticated fusion of roots, pop and electronic elements.
Ziriguiboom quickly became one of the major sources of new Brazilian music, and played a crucial role in that
field, having signed and developed iconic artists such as Suba, Zuco 103, Trio Mocotd, Celso Fonseca,
Bossacucanova, DJ Dolores, Apollo Nove and of course Bebel Gilberto, whose «Tanto Tempo» album has sold
one million units worldwide.

Today, the genre-bending attitude is finally started to prevail around the world, and Crammed feel that sub-
labels and categories are becoming superfluous: Most of the label's various, exciting new projects are
therefore all united under the single «Crammed» banner: they include the Congotronics series (showcasing
electro/ traditional African bands such as the spectacular Konono N°1 and the Kasai Allstars 'supergroup’,
who have both become sensations with media & audiences worldwide), a tight roster of exciting Balkan Gypsy
bands (Taraf de Haidouks, Kogani Orkestar, Mahala Rai Banda), neo-Balkanic stars Shantel & Balkan Beat Box,
and a string of highly individual artists navigating between electronica, rock and folk (Lonely Drifter Karen, Alla,
Cibelle, Wise In Time, Tuxedomoon, Think Of One). Upcoming releases include albums by foremost Moroccan
digitalizer U-cef and by Congolese band Staff Benda Bilili.
